Universidade Federal de Santa Maria (UFSM) is one of Brazil's best-known institutions of higher
education and one of the leading universities in Brazil. UFSM is well known in Brazil for its
excellence in teaching, research, and outreach activities, oriented by highly-recognized faculty
and staff. UFSM has five campuses, located in different regions in the south of Brazil, with more
than 29,000 students and 178 programs of study, distributed in undergraduate (92),
specializations (31), 55 programs that include masters, doctorate, and post-doctorate. The
University also partners with a teaching hospital, a veterinary teaching hospital, over 15
libraries, university restaurants, teaching pharmacy, a Planetarium, the Gama D’Ega Museum, a
Botanical Garden and laboratories in several areas.

The two academic leaders in this partnership have collaborated extensively in the field of
pediatric nursing, including shared participation in nursing conferences in Brazil and Canada,
academic publications, research, and graduate student supervision.

Current project: Field work development of a doctoral study of the experiences of children with
medical complexity in Brazil. The development of this study will also strength the collaboration .
between the research initiatives promoted by the VOICE (Views On Interdisciplinary Childhood v
Ethics) team from McGill University and the CRIANDO (Saude do Neonato, Crianga,

Adolescente e Famila) research group from UFSM.

Additional research collaborations are currently being developed.
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SKYPE guest lectures are planned as reciprocal educational exchanges.
